COVER PAGE must include name, story title, word count, address, email address, phone
number, and college/university/technical school to be attended.

PAGE NUMBERING and story title must appear in the upper right-hand corner of each page
other than the cover sheet. Do not include your name or other identifying marks in the
submission except on the cover page.

WORD COUNT must not exceed 2,000 words.
